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Abstract. The article discusses the role of satirical journalism in the early twentieth century
using the popular journal “Satirikon” as an example. This historical period was the heyday of the
humorous press. The magazine constantly ridiculed the political authority. The purpose of the
magazine was to lift the people out of gloom and horror. The variety of humor forms and genres
helped the journalists to touch skillfully upon topical issues and avoid strict censorship. The
illustrations, which were accompanied by small poems and cutlines commenting on the depicted
situations, played an important role for increasing the popularity and success of the magazine.
Based on the contents of the magazine, we can note that the magazine staff did everything in their
power to reflect the literary trends of that time in a timely manner and meet the requirements of the
readers. The parody was the leading genre of the magazine. The parody was used by the authors to
ridicule the inappropriate, in their opinion, new literary movements, such as symbolism and
futurism. Tales, fables and chastushkas were also popular in the magazine. The humor of these
genres was more open, accessible and understandable. “Satiricon” used a so-called English humor,
the peculiarity of which is to bring an ordinary situation to absurdity. The collaboration with
famous poets and writers improved the quality of printed materials.
